The ministry is coordinating with the local authorities to de-
termine the procedures and measures required to limit the
spread of the pandemic before entering the next stage of the
government’s plan to reduce public mobilization, coinciding
with the start of the fourth stage of the return of expatriates
from 6/11/2020 to 6/19/2020

The Ministry is visiting areas where the pandemic has spread
to followup on the implementation of isolation.

The ministry supervises all the conducted PCR tests for
those who were in contact with posiitve cases in various
government hospitals, at the expense of the ministry in order
to determine the epidemiological reality in Lebanon and take
the necessary steps.

Issued a daily report on new cases and the status of existing
cases in government and private hospitals.

Conducting and following up on conducted PCR tests for
citizens in various Lebanese regions.

Followed up on the PCR tests of citizens in different Leba-

nese regions and matched the results.

Ministry of Interior and Municipalities

o The Ministry issued a circular No. 57 / 2020 on 14/6/2020
which amends the opening and closing hours of industrial
and commercial establishments. all private institutions can
now open in their official working hours while applying
precaustionary measures. the decision restricts amusement
parks and Public gardens, children’s play centers, nightclubs,
games centers, theaters, cinemas, and social halls from open-
ing. the curfew decision remains intact from 12 am to 5 am.

o Implemented the extension of the general mobilization pro-
cedures according to the decision of the Council of Minis-
ters. the gerneral mobilization exntesion begins on 8/6/2020
and will remain active until 5/7/2020.
